Christian community and make a difference in the world.

Parker Palmer, a Quaker and founder of the Center for
Courage and Renewal, talks much about his trademark
phrase, “Circle of Trust.” This approach is distinguished
by principles and practices intended to create a process of
shared exploration. The premise of the approach is that
when people connect who they are with what they do, the
seeds of transformation are planted in their lives and the
lives of those they touch. When those people join with
each other, transformation becomes a possibility in the
larger world (see “Love in Action” reading below).

Shared exploration; this is what we are about, isn’t it? As
we journey together in this New Year 2014, I’m excited
about the community we form of “shared exploration”
and | want to invite you to join the “circle of trust” we
strive to create here at The Congregational Church of
Almaden Valley. We have many choices for where we
put our time and energy. Thank you for making church
involvement a high priority. Thank you for your invest-
ment and belief in who we are and who we are becoming.

New Year’s resolutions are on my mind. | would not be a
good pastor if 1 did not urge you to continue to let the
church be important in your life. Perhaps you are already
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deeply involved in the church, or you are thinking about
more church involvement, but wherever you are in your
discernment, know that you are needed. We need you and
I hope you need us! Above all, God needs you to be a
voice, a presence, a light for the darkness.

In coming days, we’ll be reading from the epistle of |
Corinthians; Paul teaches about a life in community that
is radically different from that in the normal societies of
his world. Do we, also, need this connection? Yes, our
faith circles are intended to help us with our work of
transformation and our desire to share that transformation
where we live and work.

The Christian life is not an individual matter even if
“televangelist” or others give that message. We remem-
ber that Paul did not simply convert individuals; Paul
created communities. He understood life “in Christ” to be
a communal matter. This was not simply because “it’s
important to be part of a church,” but because his pur-
pose, his passion, was to create communities whose life
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together embodied an alternative to the normalcy of the
“wisdom of this world” (from The First Paul: Reclaiming
the Radical Visionary Behind the Church’s Conservative
Icon by Marcus Borg and John Dominic Crossan, c. 2009).

We know that through our church we have that “safe”
place to talk about the “wisdom of the world,” where we
agree and where we differ. We have an invitation to shape
a world where God is known and spoken of in ways that
build up, encourage, and strengthen. We do not have the
answers but we have a community “exploring the inter-
section of religion, belief, faith and society.” (This is the
theme for a study opportunity Feb 21-22 for our church —
see details below.)

How is God calling you this new year to engage in that
dialogue? How is God calling you to be part of the “circle
of trust” we share together? Thank you for saying yes to
opportunities ahead to support our community of faith
here at CCAV! | look forward to seeing you, and | am
grateful for each of you, your unique gifts and callings.
You are so generous and caring for me, your pastor. | am
so happy I’m here with you in 2014 and look forward to
many years together.

May God’s light shine on us and may our lights shine for

In this religious grounding lies the only real hedge against
the risk of disappointment in seeking community. That
risk can be borne only if it is not community one seeks,
but truth, light, God. Do not commit yourself to commu-
nity, but commit yourself to God. . . . In that commitment
you will find yourself drawn into community (A Place
Called Community, by Parker J. Palmer, Pendle Hill
Pamphlet).

The Joint Venture Board of Directors consists of the clergy from each member church and six
members elected or appointed by each congregation. Collectively, the fourteen members of the
Board serve to develop, support, sustain and maintain the shared staff and facilities of the
Congregational Church of Almaden Valley, UCC and the Episcopal Church in Almaden.



2013 In Review

2013 was a year of change — some more visible, some less. Financial hardship and economic
realities necessitated an intensive collaborative budget development process; and through the
committed efforts of a number of members from both congregations, Council, Vestry, and the
Joint Venture Board, we were able to finalize a budget in February 2013. While the 2013 budget
included a number of cost reductions, the most painful — both personally and as an organization —
was the reduction and restructuring of staff, which was fully implemented in June.

Despite the budget challenges, notable accomplishments in 2013 include:

e The renovation of Old fellowship Hall (now “The Center”), Youth Center, Nursery and
Sunday school room, which had been delayed to repair damage caused by a leaking roof,
was completed.

e Extensive roof repairs were completed (with a guarantee), resolving decades of leaks.

e An independent financial review of 2011 and 2012, the first such review in many years,
was completed in November. The results of the review were positive, with only one
finding (that we needed to treat the Nursery staff and Hand Bell Director as employees
rather than independent contractors), and a recommendation that we improve our filing
and record maintenance. The recommended improvements were already underway with
the support and assistance of Margot Janiak, our Administrative Assistant; and actions to
correct the employment status will be implemented within the next two weeks.

A number of other accomplishments are discussed in the committee reports, none of which
would have been possible without the time, talent, and dedication of the members of the Joint
Venture Board, the support of the Council and Vestry, and you, the members of the
Congregational Church of Almaden, UCC and Episcopal Church in Almaden.

As my term comes to a close, | want to express my deep appreciation and thanks for the
opportunity and honor to have served as your Joint Venture Board President.

PROPERTY -

2013 has been a year of accomplishments around the building and grounds. Last Winter, we
were able to complete the renovation to “The Center”, the Nursery, Sunday school rooms and
Youth area. New flooring, painting, and a new Kitchen in the lower area were all finished after
the mold remediation/abatement work that was required was done. Also, repairs were made to
our emergency lighting system, and new smoke alarms and carbon dioxide sensors were installed
throughout the building. In the Spring, we moved outside and had some of our trees get a long
overdue safety trimming and a few dead trees removed. The Summer was a busy time for our
building as we had the much needed extensive roof repairs completed. New flooring, carpeting
and painting were done in the Office, Clergy offices, Christian Education/Music office and the
upper landing and stairs in The Center. And finally, a new fire suppression Ansul system was
installed over the oven/stove in the main kitchen to fulfill our permit requirements by the San
Jose Fire Department. Presently, an ongoing project that continues is the cleaning out and
categorizing of our Library.

We also had Spring and Fall JV Work Days when so many of you volunteered your time,
energies and talents to do numerous upkeep and maintenance jobs around the church building.
There was so much accomplished by “Everyone’s Helping Hands”--- washing windows,
cleaning carpets, repairing fences, fixing lights, painting, cleaning, building repairs, etc. and yard
work, yard work and more yard work!

Lastly I want to thank each of you who do so much around our building to keep it beautiful and
functioning. “Someone” — sometimes | do not know even who — just gets the work done quietly
and consistently. Thank you each and everyone for your love and attention to our building and
grounds.

FINANCE -

The Finance Committee met in joint session with the CCAVUCC and ECA finance committees
through February to discuss and develop a final proposed 2013 Joint Venture budget, which was
approved by both Council and Vestry. Related items from the joint workgroup included
replacing the photocopier with a less costly/more efficient model, and pursuing other expense
reductions. Throughout the year, the Committee monitored the Operating and Capital Funds, as
well as developing a Capital Fund project summary, implemented policies and procedures to
improve timeliness and accountability, adjusted to the elimination of the bookkeeper position in
June, and worked to prepare for the 2014 budget.

Our Budget

Each year, the Joint Venture Board prepares a proposed operating budget for review and
approval by the CCAV/UCC Council and ECA Vestry. The “Operating Budget” covers day-to-
day expenses.

The major source of funding for Joint Venture operations is the operating contribution from both
churches. Other revenue includes facility rental fees, monies received for purchase of flowers,
and undesignated offerings at joint services. The carry-over is the unspent balance of the
Operating Fund as of January 1 of each year.

Expenses include the shared staff; services and supplies, such as water, electricity, office
supplies, printing/reproduction, janitorial services, and routine maintenance; reinvestment in the
Capital Fund for current and future “big ticket” items, such as air conditioner replacement,
building repairs, or facility improvements. The operating reserve is not truly an expense, but is
money set aside to ensure that there are sufficient funds in the account to cover monthly
expenses as well as any unexpected expenses that exceed budget.



The Capital Fund

Over the course of 20 years, the projected cost to repair and/or replace such items as air
conditioning units, carpets/flooring, roof, parking lots, etc. is approximately $240,000. The
Capital Fund is a “savings account” used to cover these large expected and unexpected expenses
(generally over $2,500 each) necessary to maintain and improve the building and grounds.

Each year a small amount of the Joint Venture budget is deposited in the Capital Fund in order to
“save up” for when the inevitable large expenses happen. Due to severe budget constraints there
were no deposits in the past three years; however, a $7,005 deposit is budgeted for 2014.

As many are aware, it was discovered in 2007 that funds had been embezzled over a period of
years. Actions taken by the Board resulted in receiving a loss recuperation settlement of
$206,668.76 in February 2011. The settlement was deposited in the Capital Fund, bringing the
balance of the Fund to $219,768.85 (as of February 14, 2011).

Beginning mid-2011, aggressive efforts were undertaken to start addressing long-deferred
building/grounds maintenance, repairs, and improvements.

To date, the Capital Fund has been used to complete the following:
